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In the early months of 2007, at the request of the Board of NCSEA, Susan Jorgensen agreed to take over the position of chair of the Structural Licensure Committee. In addition to Susan, the committee includes Barbara Anderson, Barry Arnold and Robert Bourges. The committee is in the process of developing a policy statement and determining goals for the next year.

To begin, the committee is researching the status of engineering licensure in the various states and developing a reference data base. A survey is being developed that will be sent out to the Structural Engineering Associations and other state organizations to better understand what has been done and where the various states stand on the issue of licensure. This information will be used as a basis for those interested in pursuing structural engineering licensure. 
The committee will be developing material in support of separate licensure for structural engineers. They hope to include information on why separate licensure for structural engineers is important, presentations, speakers that are knowledgeable and willing to visit with others about this subject, examples of rules, regulations and statutes that may be used in pursuit of separate licensure and information on the process to go about developing a structural engineering practice act.  This information will be available to anyone interested in pursuing a separate license for structural engineers in their state. The committee will also work with the states as requested in this effort.
The committee will be writing articles for Structure magazine and preparing other information to keep the structural engineering community informed of their progress. They also hope to add more members to the committee to help with these efforts.
