Special Inspections/Quality Assurance Subcommittee – Kirk Harman, Chairman

There were no proposals sent forward by the SI/QA Subcommittee for the current Supplement to the 2006 IBC.  The committee has completed review of over twenty published proposals relating to IBC Chapter 17 – Structural Testing and Special Inspections.  In the August 17 meeting the committee reviewed and developed comments and a position for NCSEA to put forward at the ICC hearings in September.

Also in the August 18 meeting, the committee began to develop a plan for activity for the next code cycle.  The committee will review Chapter 17 in an effort to propose changes to clarify current requirements, simplify language, re-organize the chapter, and provide references to existing standards wherever possible.  The goal is to shorten the chapter and take advantage of those standards already developed by consensus process by various organizations.

The committee has also been assigned the task of authoring a white paper on the role of the structural engineer in Special Inspections.  This paper will provide information on the available documents that currently exist to help the SER participate in and develop the special inspection requirements for a project.

The committee will also cooperate with AISC in the development of its new standard on quality assurance for steel construction.
