I am pleased to report that the latest newsletter from the board that licenses engineers in Kansas included the following item.
 

"The NCEES exam in structural engineering will change from two 8-hour exams (Structural I and Structural II) to one 16-hour exam beginning with the April 2011 exam.  The Kansas Board of Technical Professions will continue to offer the Structural exam in its new format.  If an individual chooses to do so, he may be licensed as a professional engineer by passing this 16-hour exam.  The Board will continue to offer the Structural exam to those Kansas licensed engineers who may need this exam for licensing in another jurisdiction."
 

This is good news and vindicates efforts by SEAKM, NCSEA, Gene Corley, and others to reverse the board's earlier decision not to offer the new exam.
 

The newsletter also had an article about approval of the NCEES Model Law Surveyor as an ANSI National Standard.  It mentioned that the NCEES Model Law Engineer received approval earlier last year, and the NCEES Model Law Structural Engineer is currently under public review.  Once the MLSE criteria are approved by ANSI, that will be one more piece of evidence that we can cite for the unique importance of appropriate qualifications for the practice of structural engineering and the need for separate licensure.
